The shelf life of all materials assumes that they are stored in a cool, dry place under cover. Temperature fluctuations that could cause condensation under the shrink-wrap should be minimized. Shelf life is defined as "the normal or expected shelf life under normal storage conditions, extreme hot or cold may affect the stated shelf life".  

Special care should be taken that pallets are not stored in areas where standing water is or may be present.  Water may evaporate and condense within the shrink film wrapping.  As the temperature increases then at a later date evaporation will again take place leading to high humidity within the package.
